Juniors who have gone off to college, we now have 40 active juniors which is, as far as

coaches and equipment. We are lucky to have a core of several committed junior
coaches and several occasional helpers. The more help we have the more Juniors we
are able to take on, so if you can help once a week or once a month please let me
know.

Subject to a successful Sportsmatch application, the determined fund raising efforts of
the club Juniors and their parents, plus a very generous donation from one of our
parents, we expect to be able to fully fund the purchase price of a new double scull for
use by the club Juniors in the next few months.

The Juniors finished the Regatta Season with a flourish: 8 wins at Bradford Autumn,
and 11 wins at York Sprint, where there were 20 individual winners. This was followed
up at Ancholme Head where we won 12 events with 22 Juniors gaining medals. At
Ancholme we had the fastest crew of the day and the Women's under 18 quad were
the fastest women's Junior crew. We will be facing much stiffer competition at Tees and
at the Fours Head, where YCRC has entered two J18 quads-the first YCRC Junior
crews to compete there.
