The club Juniors have been as active as ever this
summer and have achieved 50 regatta wins so far.
The girls have won 23 events and the boys 27 to date.
There have been too many wins to mention them all,
but it was good to see Laura Deacon and Bethany
Munday win in Quads at their first regatta at Bradford.
These two only began sculling this year and have
shown that determination and application certainly do
pay offl The J16/J18 boys won nine coxless quads
events in regattas, without defeat until their trip to
Marlow! They have won from J16 to Elite at Durham
and Nottingham etc. The J16 quads event at the
National Schools Regatta was decided by a time trial
in lane one, due to the poor conditions. Our quad won
the Gold Medal by 4 seconds. The triumphant crew
was Owen Harrison, James Reeder, Tom Calvert and
Nick Bartlett (pictured above).

This follows on from our gold and silver last year at the
Nat Schools, the biggest Junior regatta in the country.

Some time ago we set a target of getting a Junior Quad
into the Fawley Cup at Henley Royal Regatta. As the
squad as a whole were doing so well, we entered two
crews. There were 51 entries for the 24 available
places. Both of our crews came through the time trail to
become what | believe are the only York City Junior
crews to race at HRR. We were one of only 3 clubs that
got two boats into the regatta draw. The crew of Owen
Harrison, Joe Feeney, Eliot Clark and Nick Bartlett lost
a great race by just a length to Grange School, having
led for the first part. The other quad of Tom Korobejko,
James Reeder, Tom Calvert and Chris Wright met a
strong Australian crew and went down gallantly by 3
lengths. We had another good National
Championships, with the J16 quad (who won at the Nat
Schools) winning Silver medals. The J18 double of
Tom Korobejko and Chris Wright, in their first year at
the J18 age group, came fourth, from a competitive
field of 24 crews. The whole squad, from 12 to 18 year
olds, has exceeded my expectations this season
through their hard work. Thanks don't stop with the
crews of course, but also with the many coaches etc
who have played their part, not only this year but over a
number of years, as we have built up to being
competitive at national level in some events. My, and
the Junior's, sincere thanks go to the coaches and
others who have helped us get to where we are! There
are many of you and you know who you are!

2008 Henley Report

Women'’s Henley Intermediate 4+ (Matt, Tash, Mags, Cath and Loretta)

Women’s Henley

The Intermediate Coxed Four (pictured above) of Loretta Williams (stroke), Cath Smith, Mags Felter, Tash Kefford
(bow) and cox Matthew Clayton-Stead, coached by Ed Bedingfield and lan Hazel-Gant, had only been together
since the Metropolitan Regatta, where they came 3rd in Senior 3 Coxed Fours, before entering Women'’s Henley.
Friday’s time trial, involving 54 crews for the 32 qualification slots, resulted in the crew being seeded fourth. High
winds on the day did not put them off in the 1st of the knock out rounds, where they comfortably beat Reading
University. The wind picked up on Saturday, and although one of the lightest crews, York won easily over City of
Bristol, and then beat Bedford School in the quarter finals by 1 length. Sunday saw even higher winds for the semi
finals against Imperial College. The bigger crew were a length and a half up by half way but were not prepared for the
fight York gave them! With metres to go York finally took the lead, IC panicked, crabbed and hit the booms on the
finish line. The final saw an out and out battle between York and Edinburgh University. As the wind picked up even
more, Edinburgh took a length lead by half way. York stayed with them, but unfortunately were unable to catch them,
and lost by 1 and a quarter lengths to take 2™ place overall. Congratulations to the four for being the most successful
YCRC crew at Women’s Henley ever!

Men’s Henley

For the firsttime in the club's history we qualified five boats for men’s Henley, despite all racing at the qualifiers. The
men’s quad of George Scott, Gavin Morris, Patrick Evans and stroke Andy Wilkinson, in the Prince of Wales
Challenge Cup, drew Newcastle University in the first round. Dan and Stuart Clarke competed in The Silver Goblets
& Nickalls' Challenge Cup against the seeded Muller and Muller, whilst Dan Janes received a late call up to the
Diamond sculls. Unfortunately we were unable to emulate previous successes and none of the crews progressed.
This year was the first time the York City Junior oarsmen qualified for the Fawley Challenge Cup. With over 50
entries reduced to 24, the juniors excelled by qualifying both of the quads. Chris Wright, Tom Calvert, James Reader
and stroke Tom Korebejko raced Cathedral School, Townsville, Australia as York City ‘A’ and Nick Bartlett, Elliot
Clark, Joe Feeney and stroke Owen Harrison drew The Grange School racing as York City ‘B’. Although neither
guad made it past the first round, to have won the right to race on the Henley course was a great achievement.
