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CONSTITUTION & RULES

RULES

Section A-Constitution

A1   Title                     The Club shall be called YORK CITY ROWING CLUB
A2   Club Colours        The Club Colours shall be purple, black and gold.

A3    Object                The purposes of the Club shall be to promote the amateur sport of rowing in the City of York and environs and to encourage community participation.

A4   Affiliation              The Club shall be affiliated to British Rowing.

Section B-Membership

B1   Members


The Club shall consist of the following classes of members, all of whom shall be subject to and governed by the following Rules of the Club and of any bye-laws made pursuant to Rule C10.

ACTIVE MEMBERS ( hereinafter referred to as class A members ) shall be entitled to all the privileges of membership.

TRAINING MEMBERS ( hereinafter referred to as Class B members) shall be entitled to all the privileges of membership, except that they may not use the Club's boats or premises for the purpose of rowing or sculling ( except as provided for in Rule F9 ) nor may they enter any  rowing or sculling regatta or other event under the name of the Club.

SOCIAL MEMBERS ( hereinafter referred to as Class S members ) shall be entitled to all the privileges of membership except that they may not :

(i)
Use the clubs' boats or premises for the purpose of rowing or sculling, except as provided for in rule F9.

(ii)
Enter any rowing or sculling regatta or other event under the name of the Club.

(iii)
Use the Club's premises or equipment for any game or athletic training, nor may they use the Club's changing and bathing facilities.

JUNIOR SOCIAL MEMBERS (hereinafter referred to as Class J members ) shall be entitled only to attend events of the Club which have been organised specifically for their class of membership. In particular they may not purchase or consume alcoholic beverages on the Club's premises and shall not be entitled to enter the Club's bar and lounge when the Club is open for the sale of such beverages. No person shall be admitted to this Class of Membership under the age of 14 years, nor remain in this Class of Membership after reaching the age of 18 years.

LIFE MEMBERS (herinafter referred to as Class L members ) shall be entitled to all the privileges of membership but shall not be liable for payment of an annual subscription.

COXING MEMBERS (herinafter referred to as Class C members ) aged under 18 years shall cox crews and are entitled to all the privileges of membership except that they may not use the Club's boats for the purpose of rowing or sculling except as provided for in rule F9. Persons aged over 18 years wishing to cox shall join the club as Class A or Class S members.

HONORARY MEMBERS  The committee may elect honorary members for a fixed period of time or for life.  The criteria for such membership to be determined by the committee.  Honorary members shall not have voting rights under rule D2 nor be liable for any subscription under rules E2 or E3.  However an honorary member who wishes to enjoy active or training privileges must also be a member in the appropriate category defined above.

B2 ADMISSION OF MEMBERS


Applications for membership shall be made on the form provided in strict compliance with the instructions thereon. The application form must be signed by a proposer or seconder who shall be members of the Club of Class A, B, C, S or L, and one of whom must be over the age of 16 years. Completed application forms shall be exhibited on the Club notice board five clear days before the Committee Meeting at which they are to be considered. The candidate's subscription shall be deposited with the Club's Treasurer prior to that Committee Meeting but the sum deposited shall be returned to the candidate forthwith if he fails to be elected to membership of the Club.

         Membership is open to all and no application for membership will be refused on other than reasonable grounds (eg there will be no discrimination on the grounds of race, occupation, religion, political or other opinions etc.).

B3 RESIGNATION 
Any member wishing to leave the Club may do so on giving notice in writing to one or other of the Secretaries. A member giving such notice of resignation shall be liable for all amounts owing by him to the Club and shall forfeit all right to and claim upon the Club and its property and funds at the date of his resignation.

B4 SUSPENSION OR EXPULSION

Should circumstances arise which, for the well-being of the Club, might require suspension or removal of any member, power to that effect shall rest with the majority of members present at a Special Committee Meeting called for that purpose. Any member so concerned must be given the opportunity of offering an explanation.
SECTION C-COMMITTEE OF MANAGEMENT

C1       (i) COMPOSITION OF COMMITTEE AND FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

The Committee of Management shall consist of the three Trustees, President, Chairman of the Committee of Management, Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing, Captain of Women's Rowing, Joint Honorary Secretaries, Treasurer, Estates Officer, Boats Officer, Steward, Regatta Secretary, Social and Entertainments Secretary, Membership Secretary, Safety Adviser and the required number of members elected in the Annual General Meeting to bring the total number up to 22 members. The Management of the Club, in accordance with these Rules, shall be vested in this Committee which must pass before payment all accounts (other than the Stewards Accounts ) in excess of £5.00.

   
(ii) ELECTION OF ROWING OFFICERS

A special meeting of Class A and L members shall be held early in September for the purpose of electing the Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing and Captain of Women's Rowing. Nominations for these positions close seven days before the date of the meeting.


            (iii) Any retiring Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing, or Captain of Women's Rowing will remain a Committee Member until the close of the next Annual General Meeting.

(iv) The Club Captain has overall responsibility for all rowing and training activities within the Club and shall be the final arbiter in case of disputes.

      The Captain of Men's Rowing is responsible for the training activities of the men's section of the Club

    The Captain of Women's Rowing is responsible for the training activities of the women's section of the Club.

C2 COMMITTEE MEETINGS


A Committee Meeting shall be held at least once every calendar month and five clear days notice in writing must be given by the Secretary of such meetings. Minutes of each Committee Meeting shall be recorded in the Minute Book which shall be available for inspection at the Boathouse by all members.

C3 ABSENCE

Any Committee Member absenting himself from any three consecutive Committee Meetings without giving one or other of the Secretaries written notice of his inability to attend at least 24 hours prior to the meeting may be asked to cease to be a member of such Committee and the Committee shall proceed to co-opt a member to fill the vacancy.

C4 TRUSTEES

Three Trustees shall be elected by a General Meeting and they shall hold office until death or resignation unless removed from office by a resolution of a General Meeting. The Trustees shall be ex officio members of the Committee of Management and the property of the Club shall be vested in them. They shall deal with the property of the Club as directed by resolution of the Committee and they shall be indemnified against risk and expense out of the Club Property.

C5 SUB-COMMITTEES ETC.


At the first Committee Meeting after the Annual General Meeting, Assistant Boats Officers, Junior Organiser and a Publicity Officer shall be appointed and the Following Sub-Committees shall be formed:


(i)  Events Committee of the Regatta Secretary, Regatta Treasurer and the Secretaries of all the racing events with power to co-opt any Club member.


(ii)  Finance Committee of three, comprising Treasurer and two members of the Committee of Management.


(iii) Social and Entertainment Committee of three, comprising Social and Entertainment Secretary and Steward, with the power to co-opt any club members.


(iv) Crews Committee of three, comprising the Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing and Captain of Women's Rowing.


(v)  A Stewards Committee of five members of the Committee of Management, of which the Steward will be a member.


(vi) Any other Sub-committee which the Committee of Management deems desirable at any other time.

C6 RESIGNATION OF OFFICERS

If any officer appointed at the Annual General Meeting shall resign during his term of office, the Committee of Management shall proceed to co-opt a member to fill the vacancy for the remainder of the term of office.

C7 VOTING


At all Committee Meetings, each member of the Committee shall be entitled to one vote. Voting shall be by show of hands and in the event of equal votes, the Chairman of the meeting shall be entitled to a casting vote.

C8 QUORUM


Five Committee members, at least four of whom shall be Class A or L members, shall form a quorum at all Committee Meetings called.

C9 EMERGENCY COMMITTEE


An Emergency Committee may be called to deal with any urgent matter arising, and shall consist of President, Chairman, one Secretary, Treasurer and Club Captain. Any decision taken by such Committee shall be unanimous, and any three of these officers shall form a quorum for any Emergency Committee Meeting called.

C10 BYE LAWS


The Committee of Management has the power, subject to confirmation by a General Meeting, to make bye-laws for the benefit of rowing, or pursuant to the Licensing Act, 1964, or for the general benefit of the Club.

C11

CHILD PROTECTION

(i) The committee of Management shall ensure that members abide by the ARA policy and rules relating to Child Protection Procedures.

(ii)
The Junior Organiser shall have gained one of the ARA's Coaching Awards and shall ensure that all coaches and members who are concerned with Juniors have completed the ARA registration form for “Coaches of Juniors”.  

(iii)
The Chairman of the Committee of Management shall be the person in charge defined under the ARA Child Protection Procedures in Rowing and shall ensure that there is a clear and known complaints procedure.

SECTION D-GENERAL MEETINGS

D1 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING


The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held in the month of November each year for transacting the following business:

(i)  To receive the Annual report of the Secretaries which shall have been previously approved by the Committee of Management.

(ii)  To receive the Annual report of the Club Captain.

(iii) To receive the Annual Report of the Regatta Secretary.

(iv) To receive the Audited Annual Accounts which shall have been previously passed by the Committee of Management.

(v) a   To elect the following officers:

President, Vice President, Chairman of the Committee of Management, two Joint Honorary Secretaries, Treasurer, Estates Officer, Boats Officer, Steward, Regatta Secretary, Social and Entertainments Secretary, Membership Secretary, Safety Adviser. Only members of Class A or L shall be eligible for election as President or Chairman.

    b To ratify the election at the September Meeting of the Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing and Captain of Women's Rowing.

(vi)     To appoint an Honorary Auditor.

(vii)    To elect the members of the Committee of Management who are not "ex officio" members as defined in Rule C1.

(viii)   Any other business which must be notified to the Secretaries seven clear days before the date of the Annual General Meeting and placed on the Club notice board. All officials elected at the Annual General Meeting shall hold office from the closure of the meeting of their election to the closure of the next Annual General Meeting.

D2 VOTING RIGHTS


All Club members except Class C and J members shall be entitled to attend and speak at any General Meeting and shall have equal voting rights. In the event of equal votes, the Chairman of the Meeting shall be entitled to a casting vote.

D3 NOMINATIONS


The Secretaries shall, 28 days prior to the Annual General Meeting, display a nomination list on the Club notice board. The nominations list shall close seven days before the date of the Annual General Meeting and nominations may not be accepted after this day. Every candidate wishing to stand for election must be proposed and seconded by two members of the Club. No proposal must be made unless the person making the proposition is satisfied of the willingness of the candidate to stand for election to the named office.

D4 BALLOT 


In the event of there being more nominations than vacancies for any office or vacancies on the Committee of Management, then election shall be by ballot conducted by two scrutineers, appointed by the General  Meeting who shall not themselves be candidates for election.

D5 SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

Special General Meetings of the Club may be convened on the direction of the Committee of Management or on the requisition of six members of the Club, such requisition specifying the object of such meeting. The requisition shall be presented to one or other of the Secretaries. No business other than that stated in the notice convening the meeting shall be transacted at such meeting.

D6 NOTICE OF GENERAL MEETINGS


Notice of General Meetings indicating the business to be transacted shall be conveyed in writing to every member of the Club except Class C and J Members. Members shall be given at least 28 days notice of the Annual General Meeting or a Special General Meeting to alter the rules and at least seven days notice of any other Special General Meeting.

D7 ALTERATION TO THE RULES


Except for Section A ( Constitution ) which may only be altered by unanimous vote, these rules may be altered at any time by Annual General or Special General Meeting of the Club providing one or other of the Secretaries shall give at least 28 days notice in writing to all members ( except Class C and J members ) detailing the proposed alteration, which shall have been first submitted to the Committee of Management.

D8 QUORUM


At any Annual General or Special General Meeting 20 members who are entitled to vote shall form a quorum.

D9 SPECIAL MEETING IN SEPTEMBER

The Special Meeting of Class A and L Members referred to in Rule C1(ii) shall be conducted as an Annual General Meeting. Class A and L members shall be entitled to notice of any voting rights at this Special Meeting. The positions of Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing and Captain of Women's Rowing shall be proposed and seconded by Class A or L members. No business other than that of Rule C1(ii) may be transacted at this meeting.  Any club member who can not attend the Special General Meeting for the election of captains may write to the Secretary of the Committee of Management of the club with their vote. This communication must be received 7 days before the election and in accordance with current rules. Any vote made in this way will only be counted if a quorum is present at the Special General Meeting. If a quorum is not achieved the vote will be void’ 


(i) Only members of Class A or L shall be eligible for election as Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing and Captain of Women's Rowing.


(ii)  Only men may vote for the position of Captain of Men's Rowing.


(iii) Only women may vote for the position of Captain of Women's Rowing.

SECTION E - INSURANCE LEGAL AND FINANCE

E1 FINANCIAL YEAR


The Financial Year of the Club shall commence on 1st October each year. Funds and financial accounts shall be subject to an annual audit by a competent auditor to be elected at the Annual General Meeting. A copy of the Income and Expenditure Account and Balance Sheet shall be exhibited on the Club notice board 14 days before the Annual General Meeting.

E2 SUBSCRIPTIONS


The Committee of Management shall from time to time determine the subscription rates for members. All changes in rates will be ratified at the following Annual General Meeting. Subscriptions shall be payable in advance on 1st October each year. The following categories of membership are available:


(i) Class A members over 18 years of age.


(ii) Class A members who are classified as Junior under the A.R.A. Rules of Racing on the 1st October of the year in question.


(iii) Class A members who have paid ten subscriptions of the full adult rate and who do not compete in an open competition during the year in question.


(iv) Class A members who having paid ten further subscriptions of the foregoing rate who do not compete in an open competition during the year in question.


(v) Class B members.


(vi) Class C members.


(vii) Class J members..


(viii) Class S members.


If a class A member who is 18 years or over on the 1st October of the financial year in question and is studying full time at an educational establishment (except those working towards a higher degree) then the subscription payable shall be 75% of the full amount  If such student uses the club facilities in vacations only then the subscription payable shall be 40% of the full amount..


Any person elected as a Class A member after 1st December shall pay for that financial year only, an amount pro rata to the months remaining of the financial year.

E3 LIFE MEMBERS


The Committee of Management shall from time to time determine the sum payable for consideration as a Life Member. Changes in the sum payable will be ratified at the following Annual General Meeting.

E4 ROLL OF MERIT


A member who has rendered conspicuous service to the Club can be elected to the Roll of Merit. Nomination will be by proposition of any two members to the Committee of Management. If approved by the Committee of Management the proposition will then be presented to the next available Annual General Meeting and will be included ( by name ) on the agenda. Members elected to the Roll of Merit will automatically become life members.

E5 INSURANCE


The club shall be insured against third party liability and its property shall be insured against fire and such insurance shall be subject to annual review by the Committee of Management in each financial year.

E6 REFRESHMENTS (In pursuance of the Licensing Act 2003)

(i) The purchase for the Club supply to members and sale as hereinafter provided of intoxicating liquor shall be managed by the Stewards Committee.

(ii) The permitted hours for the supply of intoxicating liquor shall be as follows:

              (a)   On Sundays and Good Friday,  
12 noon to 22.30.



 (b)   On Christmas Day


12.00 to 15.00 and  17.00 to 22.30

              (b)   On other days: 


10.00am to 23.00.

(iii) Any member of the Club may invite non-members as guests onto the Club premises but on doing so must enter the guests' names into the guest book provided, and must thereafter be responsible for his guests' observance of the Club Rules.

(iv) In accordance with the provision of Licensing Act 2003, the Steward’s committee may apply up to 12 times per year for Temporary Event Notices, to cover the sale of alcohol to visitors at regattas and other events.

(v) Any other regulations as are necessary to conform to the Licensing Acts shall be deemed to be embodied in the Club Rules.

E7 ACCOUNTS


The Committee of Management will be responsible for presenting accounts for each financial year, which give a true and fair account of the affairs of the club and of its income and expenditure for the year.

The treasurer will be responsible for the transactions of the club in accordance with the decisions of the Committee of Management and appropriate accounting policies, and will present to each monthly committee meeting a statement of the current state of all accounts and funds.

Transactions of the club shall be conducted through a Current Bank Account.  Withdrawals shall be made by the treasurer and countersigned by one or other of the secretaries.


Except as provided for events and bar purposes, no payments over £10.00 shall be made unless approved by the Committee of Management.

Regatta expenditure shall be authorized by the Events Committee for the operation of Regattas and events only.  No payments exceeding £10.00, other than for operating expenses, shall be made unless approved by the Committee of Management

A separate bank account shall be administered by the Stewards Committee for bar purposes only.  Withdrawals shall be made by the Steward and countersigned by one of the Committee of Management.  No payments exceeding £10.00 other than for the purchase of refreshments or glasses shall be made unless approved by the Committee of Management. The balance in hand on this account shall be kept at a minimum and adjusted by the Committee of Management.


A Sinking Fund shall be administered by the Committee of Management for the purpose of renewing existing equipment.  They shall allocate each year to this fund an amount equal to 7.5% depreciation on the cost of the boats and 12.5% on the cost of the oars and sculls, and a proportion of other depreciating equipment as the Committee of Management shall decide.  Any withdrawals reducing this account below £500 or for expenditure other than replacing existing equipment shall be approved by a General Meeting.

An Insurance Fund shall be administered by the Committee of Management to finance repairs to equipment necessitated by accidental damage and not covered by third party or other insurance. The Committee of Management may each year set aside an appropriate amount to operate this fund. Withdrawals shall be made by the Treasurer and countersigned by one or other of the Secretaries. Any withdrawals for expenditure other than repairing accidental damage to equipment shall be approved by a General Meeting, and in any case will only be made if the amount left in the fund reflects reasonable cover on the Club's rowing equipment.

The Committee of Management may approve the keeping of other funds or bank accounts as may be required for the future needs of the club.

E8 FUNDS


As a non-profit making club, the profits of the Club may not be used for the direct or indirect benefit of members, except as allowed for in meeting the expenses of the Club, in providing services to the Club or in furtherance of the sport of rowing.


Any profits may not be distributed to third parties except as donations to charities or other registered Community amateur sports Clubs.


Any surplus of income shall be reinvested in the Club in furtherance of the purposes of the Club.


The Club will observe the provisions necessary to remain a Community Amateur Sports Club as first provided in the Finance Act 2002.

E9 TERMINATION

The Club shall not terminate except by resolution of a Special General Meeting.  In such an event, the committee of management and trustees will settle all liabilities.  Any surplus assets shall be disposed of only to a rowing club registered as a Community Amateur Sports Club, a registered sports charity or to the Yorkshire Rowing Council.

SECTION F-ROWING ACTIVITIES

F1 CREWS COMMITTEE


The Crews Committee shall have the sole power of appointing crews and scullers to represent the Club. They shall ensure that an adequate standard of coaching and training is maintained.

F2 REGATTA COLOURS

 
All crews and scullers entered for regattas shall wear the Club colours in a manner previously approved by the Committee of Management. All members of a crew shall be uniformly dressed.

F3 TROPHIES


All prizes won by crews sent by the Committee of Management shall if capable of fair division be their own property individually, but if incapable of division ( as in the case of a cup or other such trophy ) such prize shall be the property of the Club and shall remain in the possession of the Club Captain for the time being.

F4 FINE BOATS


Fine built or first class racing boats belonging to the Club must not be taken out by any member or crew without the permission of the Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing or Captain of Women's Rowing.

F5 SCULLING BOATS


No sculler may be allowed to use any of the Club sculling boats unless he can swim across the river. All sculling boats must pass the boathouse every three-quarters of an hour unless permission is given to exceed the time period.

F6 CARE OF BOATS AND EQUIPMENT


No boat may convey more than its' proper complement. Any member entering or leaving a boat shall place his leading foot lengthwise on the footstop. Any member or crew having finished with a boat shall be responsible for washing down, drying and conveying the boat and equipment to their appointed place in the boathouse.


The stroke of any crew shall have command of that crew and shall be responsible for the observation of Rule F7. No alteration or repairs to boats or equipment shall be carried out except as directed by the Boats Officer.

F7 DAMAGE


If any crews or members damage any Club or private property, or any damage occur to such property whilst in the use of any crew or member, the same shall be made good at their expense. Any damage whatsoever shall be reported to the Club Captain (or Captain of Men's Rowing or Captain of Women's Rowing in the absence of the Club Captain) who shall refer such damage to the Committee of Management. The Committee, if of the opinion that no blame attaches to any member, may excuse him from liability.

F8 PRIVATE BOATS


Any member may, by leave of the Committee of Management (and until he shall receive notice from such Committee to remove same within 28 days) keep a private boat or boats on the premises of the Club at such yearly rental as the Committee of Management shall from time to time determine. Such boats shall not, in any case, be a charge on, or at the risk of the Club except as provided for in Rule F7.

F9 CLASS B S C AND J MEMBERS


Class B, C, S, and J members may only row with the permission of the Club Captain and shall not represent the Club at any Regatta, except Coxing Members who may represent the Club as coxwains at regattas or heads.

F10 VISITORS AND GUESTS

Visiting oarsmen may only row with the permission of the Club Captain. All members and their guests shall be allowed to take out a pleasure boat with the permission of the Club Captain.

F11 TRAINING

No member shall train or play any games on the Club premises or use any of the Club's Gymnasium equipment unless approval to do so has been obtained from the Club Captain (or Captain of Men's Rowing or Captain of Women's Rowing in the absence of the Club Captain).

SECTION G - INTERPRETATION OF RULES

Any question of interpretation of these rules shall be determined by the Committee of Management.

YORK CITY ROWING CLUB

BYE - LAWS

Made subject to Rule C10

1.

The club shall be open 6.00 a.m. to midnight Sunday to Thursday, 6.00 a.m. Friday 

to 2.00 a.m. Saturday, 6.00 a.m. Saturday to 2.00 a.m. Sunday.

2.

For the purposes of the Licensing Act 2003, the only room designated as a bar is the Club Lounge.

3.

On not more than 12 occasions per annum, and by the authority of the Committee of Management, members of Clubs having a mutual interest may attend the Club for pre - arranged social events.

4.

On Regatta days, any persons lawfully entered into the Regatta Enclosure are entitled to use the bar facilities subject to the laws relating to selling to persons under age.

5.

Smoking is not allowed in any enclosed part of the Club premises, with the exception of the balcony.

6.

All persons riding a bicycle on the towpath to coach crews must wear a Club cap or armband.

7.

No member may compete under the name of York City Rowing Club at any Regatta unless the Club Captain's permission has been obtained.

8.

Any crew or member when finished with a boat (unless it is claimed by another crew or member ) shall be responsible for washing it down.

9.

No motor propelled vehicles shall be allowed in the Boathouse.

10.

Members may not enter the Club Lounge in rowing uniform or training kit.

11.

Crews of coxless boats shall be under the command of the steersman (irrespective of the steersman's position in the boat and notwithstanding Rule F6 ). The steersman shall be responsible for the safe navigation of the boat and for ensuring that the boat keeps to the Minster side of the river when proceeding upstream and the Station side of the river when going downstream. This rule of navigation shall also be observed by sculling boats.

12a
No boating shall take place when less than 6 steps are showing from the top promenade at the boathouse.  When the river level is above the lower promenade members may only go on the water with the permission of a Rowing Officer or Member of the Committee of Management.  For guidance this permission should only be given when accompanied by a launch and not at all when the river level is rising rapidly.

12b
With the permission of a Captain, members may go on the water after sunset or before sunrise but must carry lights in accordance with the Navigation Bye Laws.  Boating after dark must not take place at all when the river level is over two steps above the lower promenade or when the level is rising.  Members must not go beyond the limits of the street lighting along the river.

12c
Members using private boats should also abide by these restrictions for their own personal safety.

13.

The Clubroom and Gymnasium shall ( if the Committee of Management so resolves) be closed to members on occasions when a function is held in the Club. The Committee of Management shall put up details of such function 14 days in advance of the function.

14.

No member shall park a motor vehicle on the forecourt at the main entrance to the Club for a period exceeding one hour per day and the period shall not exceed two hours in cases where the vehicle is being used on Club business.

15.

No member shall park a bicycle in the Boathouse or Clubhouse ( except with the specific authority of the Club Captain, Captain of Men's Rowing or Captain of Women's Rowing .)

16.

All club members shall observe the following rules when navigating boats on the River Ouse, unless being coached as a beginner or novice when the coach will specify the procedures. :


(a)
Leaving Landings
Boats must not adjust fittings or remain stationary in the vicinity of landings. When going upstream, they must cross to the Minster bank as soon as it is clear to do so.


(b)
Going Upstream
Keep to the Minster Bank and use the Minster side arches at Scarborough and Clifton bridges.  At other bridges the centre arch may be used if it is clear.


(c)
Going Downstream
Keep to the Station side bank and use the Station side arches at Clifton and Scarborough bridges. At other bridges the centre arch may be used if it is clear.


(d)
Overtaking

A boat wishing to overtake another boat must wait until the river is clear and must then move into the centre of the river and then proceed to overtake as quickly as possible. After passing the other boat the overtaking boat must regain its correct side of the river without delay.


(e)
Turning


Boats may only be turned on straight reaches where the coxswain or steersman has a good view both up and downstream. They must not be turned in a distance of 100 metres on the upstream side of any bridge. Coming downstream, they may not turn in the vicinity of the Club's landings, but they must go through Lendal Bridge and turn below Hill's Landings. They must return upstream on the Minster side and only cross to the Station side when it is clear to do so in the area of the Boathouse.


(f)
Racing


Boats may race each other only when accompanied by an Official Coach or Club Officer in a launch or on the bank. The boat with the more experienced coxswain or steersman must take the centre of the river but must slow down and drop back onto its correct side of the river if it could interfere with another boat or if directed by the Coach or Club Officer.
